Rarely do we hear of such incidents in the Hindu community, and there is good reason 

for this. Unlike Christianity, Hinduism venerates many female deities, which infuses the 

religion with tolerance and gender equality. As a result, abuse of females is rare among 

Hindus, both in India and elsewhere.
